Applicants: None were present. 
 
Steve Langworthy called the meeting to order.  He asked if there were any amendments to the 
November 7, 2013, meeting minutes. [There were none.]  The minutes were accepted into the 
record as presented. 
 
INTRODUCTIONS 

1. 13-112ARTW – Sprint Wireless Rooftop Co-Location – 425 Metro Place South 
 
Rachel Ray said this is a request by Sprint to replace three antennas and two equipment 
cabinets and install six new remote radio units and three fiber optic cables on the roof of an 
office building located approximately 500 feet west of the intersection of Metro Place South and 
Frantz Road.  She said this is a request for review and approval of a wireless communications 
facility under the provisions of Chapter 99 of the Dublin Code of Ordinances. 
 
Ms. Ray said the applicant, Jeffrey Haines, Gainar Consulting for Sprint was not present nor did 
he provide a representative.  She said they submitted a structural analysis and she asked Ray 
Harpham to clarify whether building permits are going to be required or just a Certificate of 
Zoning Plan Approval. 
 
Steve Langworthy asked if there is an existing rooftop screen.  
 
Ms. Ray said she will verify.  She said that a determination is scheduled for the November 21, 
2013, Administrative Review Team meeting. 
 
Mr. Langworthy asked if there were any further comments regarding this application. [There 
were none].  

 
2. 13-113MPR-ARB – BSC Historic Residential – Schmitt Residence – 97 South 

Riverview Street 
 
Rachel Ray presented on behalf of Jennifer Rauch and said this is a request for a Minor Project 
Review for the construction of a new single-family dwelling at the northwest corner of the 
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intersection with South Riverview Street and Pinney Hill.  She said this is a request for review 
and approval of a Minor Project in accordance with Zoning Code Sections 153.063(B) and 
153.170. 
 
Ms. Ray said the applicant, Dan Morgan, Behal Sampson Dietz was not present, nor did he send 
a representative. 
 
Ms. Ray said the Architectural Review Board approved the demolition for the existing home 
located at 97 South Riverview Street and reminded the ART members that the conditions 
originally recommended by Planning requiring the demolition to wait until a new home was 
approved on the site had been removed due to concerns with the structure’s stability.  She said 
the applicant provided a site plan and elevations for the building, addressing some of the 
previous comments by the Administrative Review Team.  She said they modified the connector 
between the home and the garage and added a railing around the roof for a roof deck. 
 
Ray Harpham asked if the second floor of the garage would be occupied.  
 
Ms. Ray said that this would likely serve as storage space as there is no basement. 
 
Mr. Harpham questioned how access to the second floor of the garage was to be provided.  
 
Fred Hahn noted that there is a second floor on the main house but no access out to the roof. 
 
Barb Cox said the lot coverage is a problem at 52.8 percent and the Code limitation is 50 
percent. 
 
Ms. Ray suggested adding pervious pavers as a sidewalk connection to South Riverview Street.  
 
Mr. Harpham asked if a sidewalk would be necessary if it wouldn’t be used given the front 
entrance on Pinney Hill and the lack of sidewalks on South Riverview Street.  
 
Ms. Ray said the objective was to incorporate pedestrian-oriented design elements such as 
reinforcing the building’s connection to the street. 
 
Barb Cox recommended that fencing in the front yard with a gate could be a possible solution, 
with the sidewalk connecting up to the gate. 
 
Steve Langworthy asked about the home’s overall square footage and how adding sidewalks 
might affect lot coverage. 
 
Gary Gunderman asked if the applicant would receive credit for the pavers toward the lot 
coverage.  
 
Ms. Ray said if the pavers were permeable, they could reduce the lot coverage calculation.  She 
stated that a full analysis of the proposal’s adherence to all applicable Code requirements has 
still to be completed, including the driveway arrangement.  She said that she had asked Todd 
Parker, the City’s architectural consultant who reviewed the demolition request, to complete the 
architectural review for this proposal prior to the ART’s recommendation to the Architectural 
Review Board.  She stated that she had requested the analysis from Mr. Parker by Monday, 
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November 18, 2013, so the ART could potentially make a recommendation at their next meeting 
on November 21, 2013.  
 
Ms. Cox said there was no grading information to review.  She said in addition to the lot 
coverage issue, details were still needed on quite a few items.  She asked if they plan to re-use 
water and sanitary lines.  She also asked how this all affects the neighbors, including the 
landscaping. 
 
Ms. Ray distributed copies of the existing site survey and stated that the additional information 
would be necessary at building permitting, but Planning would evaluate any elements that could 
affect the site layout.  
 
Mr. Hahn noted the driveway’s close proximity to the north property line and the position of the 
garage.  He suggested moving the garage a few feet to the south if necessary to maintain 
maneuverability if the driveway needed to be relocated farther to the south. 
 
Ms. Ray said there is a three-foot lot line setback requirement from the driveway. 
 
Mr. Langworthy asked if there were any further comments regarding this application. [There 
were none].  He stated that this application would be determined by the Administrative Review 
Team at their next meeting on November 21, 2013.

3. 13-107MPR – BSC Sawmill Center Neighborhood District – Christoff Retail 
Center – 6465 Sawmill Road 

 
Rachel Ray provided a report on behalf of Justin Goodwin.  She said neither the applicant, Chris 
Christoff, nor a representative was present.  She said the applicant plans to resubmit their 
application on Monday, November 18, 2013.  She said the new target date for determination 
will be December 5, 2013.
