Program Fees/Supplies/Dress

The program fee is $8 per person for Residents, School District & Non-Residents. Families register each family
member 3 years of age and up planning to attend. We provide s'mores Friday night, and a light breakfast
Saturday morning.

Inclement Weather Policy

In the event of inclement weather, we will cancel this event and provide a full refund for each family. A decision
to cancel will be made by 4 p.m. on Friday, September 9 and families will be notified via email and phone.
