	Waiver Code Sections: Section 153.062 (D)(1)(a) - Parapet Height
	Description of Waiver: Section 153.062 (E)(2)(a) states that Parapets shall be high enough to screen the roof and any roof appurtenances from view but also that parapets shall be no less than two feet and no more than six feet high. In some areas, our roof slopes from a flush edge condition to internal drain areas creating varying parapet heights, some of which are less than 2'-0". All equipment will be located in mechanical wells within the building and will be screened from view by elements other than the parapets.
	Criterion 1: The appearance of a this eave at the top of the building paired with the desired interior height of the space create a unique detail.
	Criterion 2: The waiver maintains the design intent of the building.
	Criterion 3: No.
