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III. Project Narrative 

The purpose of my project is to design and construct 2 elevated and 6 raised garden beds at the 

Giving Garden at Coffman Homestead in Coffman Park. It provides a sustainable, accessible, 

and easy-to-maintain gardening space. This project is aimed to support local gardening efforts, 

improve soil quality, and promote community involvement in gardening. The Giving Garden 

currently has 8 beds which have become dated and needs to be replaced with new beds. 

Elevated beds will also help with gardening activities involving senior and disabled members. 

The project uses design elements which are inline with the Dublin Historic Coffman Homestead 

Park.  

Relationship to the Historic Context and Character 

The proposed design respects the historical integrity of the Dublin Historic Coffman Homestead 

by integrating materials and styles that reflect the surrounding heritage. Cedar wood will be 

used to prevent rot and the style will not be too complicated. The elevated and raised garden 

beds will blend with the site's aesthetic, preserving the historic charm while introducing 

functional improvements. 

Alignment with Applicable Guidelines 

The project aligns with the Dublin Community Plan, Historic District Code, and Historic Design 

Guidelines by promoting sustainability, accessibility, and community engagement—values 

emphasized within these documents. The elevated garden beds enhance accessibility for senior 

and disabled members, fulfilling inclusive design principles while maintaining visual harmony 

with the Historic District.

We are proposing to put 2 elevated beds on the 

northern side of the garden. These beds will have 

enough sunlight as they are elevated beds and will 

be a good addition to grow most herbs like cilantro, 

parsley, and rosemary, basil, green onions, chives 

etc. 

  

Along with raised beds, will add new 6 beds by 

removing existing beds. 

 

 
● Proposed Elevated Bed Designs 

These are 2 elevated beds each with 8 feet long, 3 

feet in width, 3.5 feet height and depth of 16 inches.  



 

The depth of 16 inches would help to grow small to 

medium herb plants.

● Proposed Raised Garden Bed Design 

 

Existing beds will be removed and new 6 raised 

beds will be added to the garden. Dimensions for 

each bed will be 8 * 4 Feet and will be 12 inches in 

height. New soil / compost will be added back to 

these beds along with existing soil from the raised 

beds.
